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The National Institute of Statistics of Rwanda has released the findings of the 2025 Rwanda Demographic and 
Health Survey (2025 RDHS). The primary objective of the RDHS is to provide up-to-date estimates of fundamental 
demographic and health indicators.

Key Indicators’ findings

THE SEVENTH RWANDA DEMOGRAPHIC AND HEALTH SURVEY,

Fertility (Women age 15-49) : The Total Fertility Rate decreased to 3.7 children in 2025 from 4.1 children 
in 2019-20.

Use of Modern Family Planning Methods: Currently, 64% of women in marital unions use modern 
contraceptives, from 58 % in 2019-20.

Teenage pregnancy: Teenage (15-19) pregnancy increased to 8% in 2025 from 5% in 2019-20.

Maternal Mortality: Maternal mortality Ratio decreased from 203 maternal deaths per 100,000 live births 
in 2019-20 to 149 in 2025.

Childhood Mortality: Infant mortality rate decreased to 27 deaths per 1000 live births in 2025 from 33 deaths 
per 1000 live births in 2019-20, while under-5 mortality rates decreased to 36 deaths per 1000 live births in 2025 
from 45 deaths per 1000 live births in 2019-20.

Nutritional Status of Children (under 5 years old): About 27% of children under 5 years old are stunted 
(short for their age) in 2025, down from 33% in 2019-20.
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
